In District 37C, this
exchange takes place from mid-July to mid-August, with students in need of hosting for
a period of one to two weeks.

Lions Youth Exchange students are eager to learn about our way of life and relatively
easy to please.  They do not need to be “entertained” or “catered to” – they simply want
to become a part of your family and learn about North America and Lionism here.  Each
year loving Lions families open their homes and their hearts to these students, with the
result that the family usually learns as much as the student!  There are many families in
District 37C that have hosted a youth exchange student and call it one of the best
experiences they have ever had!

We are looking for more Lions who would be willing to share a week or two of their lives
with these outstanding young people by offering to host them for a portion of this
upcoming summer.  This is an activity that an entire Lions Club can get actively involved
in through having club socials during a time when your club may not normally meet, and
through having different club members spend time with your youth exchange student.
Clubs who have hosted students in the past have reported afterward that the hosting
really brought the club closer together and gave all the members a lot of fun and
fellowship.
